A very good question, Claudette.

The article “What is Your Dog Trying to Say?” explains different ways dogs
“talk” to us. Your dog puts his paw on your arm; it means “Pet me, please.”
Your pup looking at you with his head cocked to one side means “l am trying
to understand what you’re saying.” Then there are different barks: high
pitched, repetitive barks mean your pup is anxious. Constant monotonous
barking means your pup is bored. A sharp, intense bark means your dog is
alerting you. A two-syllable bark sounding something like “Arr-RUFF!” means
“Play with me.” Yep, your dog has a
lot to tell you in his own unique way.
