Male Basenijis weigh about 11 kg (24 Ibs.), and are about 43 cm (17 inches)
tall, while female Basenjis weigh about 9.5 kg (21 Ibs.), and are about 40 cm
(16 inches) tall. They live between 14 and 16 years.
