They are the smallest of the Retrievers
group. They weigh between 17 to 23 kg (37 to 51 Ibs). They are 45 to 51 cm
(18 to 20 in) tall. They have a reddish coat with a soft, dense undercoat. Their
nickname is “Toller”.

Tollers are very smart, full of energy, alert, curious, and eager to please. They
are good with children. They get along with other dogs, but remember that
they have a strong prey drive so may chase your cat and other small animals.
You have to keep these pups very busy, or else they will think up things to do
and you may not approve of their choice of activities. Woofie! Woof! They are
happiest when they have a job to do. They love sports like agility, dock diving,
hunting, disc catching, flyball, lure coursing, and search and rescue. They
make great therapy dogs.

Each month we used to talk about a safety tip from the “Fido, Friend or Foe?”

Sometimes we are happy, but other times
we wag our tails because we are afraid or scared.

In the picture below, our smiley pup asks you not to go up to a dog you don’t
know, even if he wags his tail.

Activity Booklet explains on page v. “Not every dog
that wags its tail is friendlypage 13): A dog may wag its tail when happy,
defensive, or stressed, and it is not always easy to know the difference. A
defensive or stressed dog may bite. Be safe and never approach a strange or
unattended dog, even if it is wagging its tail.”
