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Dogs and Kids safety project  
In the Spring newsletter we mentioned that some of the money raised from the ‘Take your owner for a 
walk and support RDOC’ fundraiser is being used to develop an educational booklet for 5 to 8 year 
olds on how to be safe around dogs while having fun.

Yep, you guessed it. We are the famous dog trio, the Tyler, Morgan and Nellie 
team. Did you guys know that some dogs have special jobs? Yep, they do. They 
love their jobs.   

In this newsletter we would like to tell you about guide dogs. They help people 
who are blind to get around. Guide dogs go everywhere with their owners, like 

restaurants, movie theatres, hospitals, the work place, schools, even on the airplane. A guide puppy 
starts off like any other pup, learning the basics and exploring the world. He moves in with a family for 
a year to 18 months. This is where the puppy learns to trust people, to have fun with kids, to play, 
basic obedience, and lots more. 

Then the puppy is ready for doggie university. He goes to the training centre where he learns 
important things like how to lead his new blind owner, and things like just because he can go under 
the tree branch, his owner, who is much taller, cannot. He also learns how to lead his owner across a 
major intersection, how to behave at his owner's work place, and other essential skills. Then he gets 
matched up with his new owner. They spend about a month at the training centre getting used to 
each other and learning all the special skills they both need. Then, off to the bright new world full of 
adventures and excitement.

You dealt with house 
training, chewing, teaching your puppy that pulling on the leash does not work to his advantage, 
etc.  You are wondering how that teenage hyper pup turned into such a nicely behaved dog. You 
think back and you realize how much fun you had, and are still having, training your dog. Your friends 
compliment you on your dog's behaviour and ask your advice about solving their dog's behaviour 
problems. You have fun training your dog, you relate well to both people and dogs, you love teaching. 
You think to yourself how does one become a professional dog trainer?  

Good question. I searched on the web and found quite a few articles on the subject. There are lots of 
different ways to become a dog trainer.

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How to choose a dog trainer 
You just brought home this adorable little 9-week old black lab. What a cutie! He looks so sweet trying 
to jump onto your lap when you are watching TV. All of a sudden, you have this vision of your pup 
jumping on your lap when he is 2 years old and weighs 80 lbs. You decide you want to have a well-
trained puppy, and it's not too early to start. But…..how to find a good dog trainer?  
 

   I really like Candice O'Connell's article ‘Selecting a Good Dog Trainer/Behaviorist’ 
www.responsibledogowners.ca/articles-misc.html#trainer  

She compares finding a good dog trainer to selecting a personal trainer for yourself. In short, "You 
want someone who has good communication skills, someone who uses tools and training techniques 
that you are comfortable with, and you would like someone who motivates you."  

Among other things, she points out what to look for in an instructor, and in a dog training class.  
 

   The Association of Professional Dog Trainers (APDT) website  https://apdt.com/ has put together 
a whole section for pet owners in the article ‘How to Choose a Dog Trainer’ on how to interview and 
find the right trainer, and how to understand basic training information such as methodology, 
equipment used, certifications and more. 

The article also has a list of questions you can ask when interviewing a dog trainer. The website has 
a section on resource materials, including a free webinar on how to choose a good trainer.

"Classes should be fairly small--five or six students per instructor is a good maximum. Ask to observe. 
Positive reinforcement matters to people as much as it does to dogs, so the teacher should welcome 
questions, encourage the humans, and build on what students do right, rather than focus on 
mistakes."

Kellyann Conway (Certified Animal Behavior Consultant) suggests that you ask if you can observe a 
class. Look to see if the dogs are happy; if the dog owners are happy; what's the trainer to dog ratio? 
what's the classroom like? what training methods are being used, etc.  

Kellyann ends her article summarizing why you go to all the trouble of training your dog: "In short, a 
calm, well-behaved dog is a pleasure to have as a family member. So take some time to train your 
best friend because you love your dog."  
 

Good luck with your pup's training. You will find it lots of fun and it will build a stronger relationship 
between you and your pup. You will also make lots of new friends, and so will your pup. You can start 
with puppy kindergarten class and later, beside obedience classes, you can do fun training such as 
agility or tracking. Nellie, my 13 year old Australian Shepherd loved agility in her younger days. The 
problem was that she had to wait for me to keep up with her. She was fast and in great shape. I, too, 
became faster and in better physical shape. Lucky for me Nellie was, and still is, a very patient dog!

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Canadian Canine Good Citizen (CCGC) Test Program  
RDOC is very pleased to announce that the Canadian Canine Good Citizen (CCGC) program is up 
and running again!  We would like to thank everybody for their patience while we reorganized the 
program. Our new co-ordinator is Julie More, and she will be ably assisted by Shelly Korobanik of 
Pooch Partners. Thank you, Shelly, for offering to help.

For all of our new members who are wondering what the CCGC is all about, let me give you a short 
explanation, quoting from our RDOC website: http://www.responsibledogowners.ca/ccgct-info.html    

 

WHAT IS IT?  

"The CCGC Certification Program is a ten-step test that assesses a dog’s behaviour in simulated 
everyday situations in a relaxed atmosphere. It identifies and rewards dogs that have the training and 
demeanour to be reliable family and community members."  

WHY PARTICIPATE?  

"The purpose of the Canadian Canine Good Citizen Test is to ensure that our favourite companion 
and assistant, the dog, is a respected member of the community because it is trained and conditioned 
to act mannerly in the home, public places and in the presence of other dogs. All dogs over the age of 
6 months are eligible for the test and certification, i.e. dogs with or without a pedigree."   

WHAT DO YOU AND YOUR DOG GET OUT OF IT?  

"Canadian Canine Good Citizen training is fun and useful. Through it, both the handler/owner and dog 
will establish a closer bond and the dog will have the added benefit of knowing how to please his or 
her handler/owner. The test of a dog’s manners and training is not a competition and does not require 
the owner/handler and dog to perform with precision."
